Wireless Internet Acceptable Use Agreement

l. ACCEPTANCE OF WIRELESS INTERNET ACCESS ACCEPTABLE USE AGREEMENT BY
CLICKING ON "ACCEPT & CONNECT" ON THE WI-FI SYSTEM SIGN-UP PAGE, YOU
REPRESENT THAT:(1) YOU HAVE READ, UNDERSTOOD AND AGREED TO THE TERMS OF
THIS AGREEMENT; AND (2) YOU ARE AT LEAST 18 YEARS OF AGE. If you do not agree to the
terms of this Agreement, you may not use the Wi-Fi System. Your electronic acceptance of the
Agreement by clicking on "Accept & Connect" on the sign-up page has the same effect as if you
had actually signed the Agreement. The effective date of this Agreement is the date that you click
on this button. For the use of this document, "Provider" refers to Long Island State Veterans Home
(LISVH), SUNY (State University of New York), and the State of New York.

Il DESCRIPTION OF WI-FI SYSTEM / SERVICE AVAILABILITY "Provider" will make available
access to the Wi-Fi System at certain covered locations ("Enabled Locations") that have been
equipped with wireless access points. Access points or Enabled Locations may not be available in
all areas of the Facilities, and may not always be operational. Provider retains sole right to
determine enabled locations and operational availability. Provider will provide you with wireless
configuration support and connection information on the LISVH Guest Wi-Fi’ s Internet page or
available in written format at the LISVH Admissions Office and LISVH Adult Day Health Care.

Il. FEE FOR WI-FI SYSTEM The Wi-Fi system at Long Island State Veterans Home is provided at
locations selected solely by Provider "free of charge" as a good will service to residents, registrants
and the visiting public.

V. ACCESS TO THE INTERNET Provider, at its sole discretion, may screen and restrict access to
content placed on or accessible through the Internet based on guidelines in Section VI. Provider
may, at its sole discretion, screen or restrict communications between parties via the Internet.
Despite reasonable efforts by Provider to prevent your exposure to inappropriate content on the
Internet, you acknowledge you may receive or be exposed to content, goods or services which you
consider to be improper, inaccurate, misleading, defamatory, obscene or otherwise offensive. You
agree that Provider is not liable for any action or inaction with respect to any such content on the
Internet accessible through the Wi-Fi System. By reading and accepting these terms and
conditions you are agreeing that access to this system is at the sole discretion of Provider and your
access may be suspended or terminated at any time for any reason.

V. YOUR RESPONSIBILITIES You must:(1) Provide all equipment (including computer hardware and
software, electronic/networked devices, wireless network cards, etc.) to connect to the Wi-Fi
System;(2) Comply with local, state, federal and international laws and regulations, including but not
limited to copyright and intellectual property rights laws;(3) Agree to be responsible for and to bear
all risks and consequences for (a) the accuracy, completeness, reliability and/or usefulness of any
content available through the Wi-Fi System and (b) all communications that you send or receive via
the Wi-Fi System. Provider does not undertake the security of any data you send through the Wi-Fi
System and it is your responsibility to secure such data. (4) Agree to assume all risks including but
not limited to risks of damage caused by other wireless users, viruses, hackers, etc., resulting from
your use of this system.

VI. ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY All users of the Wi-Fi System must comply with this Acceptable Use
Policy (AUP). This AUP is intended to improve the use of the Internet by preventing unacceptable
uses. Provider may monitor the use of the Wi-Fi System under normal circumstances. While
Provider does not exercise editorial control or review over the content of any website, electronic
mail transmission, newsgroup or other material created or accessible over or through the Wi-Fi
System it may remove, block, filter or restrict by any other means any materials that, in our sole
discretion, may be objectionable, illegal, may subject Provider to liability or may violate this AUP.
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Provider may cooperate with legal authorities and/or third parties in the investigation of any
suspected or alleged crime or civil wrong. Violation of this AUP may result in the suspension or
termination of your access to the Wi-Fi System. The following constitute examples of violations of

TERMINATION You agree that Provider may terminate this Agreement and cancel your access to
the Wi-Fi System at any time, without notice and for any reason including, but not limited to,
violation of any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, security or safety reasons, and/or
using the Wi-Fi System to perform any illegal activity. You further agree that in the event of
termination for any reason, Provider will have no liability for termination, and no obligation to you.

VIlIl. TERMINATION BY ACCEPTABLE USAGE From time to time, Provider may impose reasonable
rules and regulations regarding the use of its services. The rules under this paragraph are not
exhaustive and Provider reserves the right to modify these. You agree to abide by these rules. Any
violation to these rules may result in the suspension or termination of your service. Any unlisted
activity may also be a violation of these rules if it is illegal, irresponsible, or disruptive to the network
or mission and/or operations of Provider.

You agree to periodically review the 'Internet Access Signup' page to
maintain awareness of any modifications. By continuing to use the Wi-Fi System after such
postings, you accept and agree to any and all such modifications.

INDEMNIFICATION You shall defend, indemnify and hold Provider and its respective officers,
directors, employees, contractors, agents, successors and assigns harmless from and against any
and all losses, claims, damages, settlements, costs and liabilities, and shall promptly reimburse
them for, any and all losses, claims, damages, settlements, costs, and liabilities of any nature
whatsoever (including reasonable attorneys' fees) to which any of them may become subject arising
out of, based upon, as a result of, or in any way connected with, your use of the Wi-Fi System or
any breach of this Agreement.
